Congratulations! I am very happy to inform you that you are a candidate for membership in the 
Order of the Arrow. Having been elected by your fellow Scouts for thinking more about others than 
yourself, you have shown that you are one of the best that Scouting has to offer. However, you have 
just begun the trail to membership in the Order. You have now been elected and called out; the next 
step is a series of tests, called the Ordeal, which, if passed, will bring you before the circle of our 
Lodge to be inducted into the Order. These tests provide you with a time of learning, a time of 
understanding, and a time of personal reflection and thought.  To become a member of the Order of 
the Arrow, you must complete the Ordeal within one year of your election.   If you choose not to 
complete your ordeal in 2010 than you will have to be elected again. 
 
Spring Ordeal will be held June 11-13, 2010 at Camp Teetonkah. Registration MUST be made 
in advance. The deadline is June 3, 2010 . 

Or 
Fall Fellowship will be held September 17-19, 2010 at Camp Teetonkah. Registration MUST be 
made in advance. The deadline is September 10, 2010  
 
No walk ups!  We need at least a week to purchase enough food and supplies for the weekend. 
So sign up on time.

 Plan to arrive on Friday night between 6:00 and 8:00 PM.  Please come on time. NO EARLY 
ARRIVALS PLEASE. Pick-up time on Sunday is approximately 11 AM.  
You will need your Scout uniform, sleeping bag, ground cloth, warm and cold weather work clothes, 
work gloves, toiletries and a tent (tent for Sat. night only). Planned service projects could include 
applying stain and paint to camp building, brush and trail crews and general camp clean-up work. 
WEAR OLD CLOTHES FRIDAY NIGHT FOR WORK ON SATURDAY. You will have an 
opportunity to change into your Scout uniform after work projects and clean-up are complete. You 
must make and bring an arrow (see diagram on back) with your name on it and bring with you 
to the Ordeal.
